Day 20: PARIKRAMA FINSHES – DRIVE MANSAROVAR  : Zuthulphuk - Darchen - after breakfast, we trek to reach  the 

point where our jeeps will be waiting for us and drive to Darchen, or we can walk. Parikarama ends and same day 

drive to Horr Chu.  Lake Mansarovar to fill the holy water in bottle.
